The Evangelization Share Project needs to be faith oriented in a way that gives witness to ones faith.  The project can be parish related or completed outside of the parish.  If other projects become available, we will let the students know through their Religious Education classes. The idea of outside projects is the awareness of working together for the wider church or wider community. Upon completion of this project, the candidate and sponsor are asked to write a brief reflection sheet, which will be sent to the Bishop.
